We are excited to be back at school for the fourth and final term of 2021. We are currently not aware of any Covid-19
cases within our school community although we are aware of families still fighting the battle.

Our extra mural activities are running and with restrictions slowly lifting we can accommodate a few extras BUT as SA
Rugby put it: “No spectators for school rugby yet.” Other sport codes are still dealing with matters and the Department of
Education might publish a draft document BUT we do not have the capacity or resources to scan, check and scan vac-
cination cards or monitor the correct number of spectators so as to comply with regulations.

We are already planning and put-
ting a full program in place which will include our normal educational and sport tours.

Let us keep our distance, wear our masks, sanitize and be responsible. This pandemic has not only challenged us BUT
taught us a few valuable lessons. It has also touched our lives and made us value life even more.

Respect has proved to be the key to keeping to rules and regulations and taught us to honour these. “Being an optimist
after you've got everything you want doesn’t count.” - Kin Hubbard. This makes sense as we must be optimistic with
what we have.

We are extremely grateful for our unbelievable children, staff and parents who have worked with and not against us and
supported us in making a difference during these challenging times.

We will run complete and up to standard exams in compliance with all applicable requirements to ensure an accurate
and true reflection of our academic year.

We normally close at 12:00 for all learners BUT to assist with Covid-19 regula-
tions and pick-up, school will close from 11 November 2021 - 13 December 2021 at 12:00 for Grade 1 and 2; 12:15 for
Grade 3 and 4 and 12:30 for Grade 5, 6 and 7. On 14 December school will close at the following times: Gr 1,2 & 3 at
10:00; Gr4 & 6 at 10:30 and Gr 5 & 7 at 11:00.
