Dear Parents

It is really a pity that the school gets blamed for poor communication when the information is available in the newsletters
which are all on the InTouch Portal. Although some aspects might not be applicable to you, the other information com-
municated is of vital importance. In the past we had “little gremlins” headings to communicate issues. This was not well
received by some and we respectfully incorporated them into the general newsletter. Seemingly the newsletter is ignored
by some. We will once again make use of headings and for those who dislike the “little gremlins”, skip them!

Stationery
We assist by negotiating good prices for stationery packs. As we order in bulk we can offer very good and affordable

prices for the correct stationery required. It is not compulsory to order through the school. We kindly advise you to act
timeously and order by the cut off date (10 November). This service is only offered for Grades 1 - 4.

School Clothing

We were shocked to learn that some parents do not know anything about the Sunridge clothing store or that they can
buy from it. Please consult the newsletters as full school uniform is compulsory from 19 January 2022. We again recom-
mend that you purchase your child’s school uniform as soon as possible. Please make an appointment with Mrs Gardner
ASAP please.

Athletics
All staff have been called upon to make themselves available to allow us to offer this opportunity to our learners. Medals
for 1!, 2" and 3" places in each event will be handed out during the course of the day.

Spectators
We are putting all in place to allow spectators back in 2022 and setting up venues and rescheduling what we offer will

then be implemented. It is not feasible to put measures in place to accommodate spectators for the final two events at
school.

a) Even though there is a cricket match on Wednesday, there will be normal athletic practises at the same time. The
staff will handle the calculated capacity, so as to keep the status quo regarding spectators.

b) The athletics meeting was scheduled at home under the previous alert level and as we need all available space and
manpower to accommodate all learners, we will not be able to change the venue or setup at school to accommodate
spectators. We request that the demarcated parking around the rugby fields be kept available for parents who
want to watch the athletics. Our grounds and staff have been dedicated to the support of the learners at the athletics
meeting and therefore we will maintain the status quo regarding spectators.

¢) On Friday and Saturday, in support of any spectators we will open Gate 17 for you to use the toilets in the foyer of
the hall. There will be hand sanitizer at the gate but you use the toilets at your own risk. We do not supply hand tow-
els and only children accompanied by an adult (18 years and older) will be allowed to use the toilets.
