Vanaf 10 November 2023 tot die tweede laaste skooldag
sluit die skool om 12:00 en op die laaste dag om 11:00. Dit
sal kinders in staat stel om ‘n studierooster op te stel sodat
hulle voorbereiding vir assessering kan doen, terwyl dit per-
soneel ook die geleentheid bied om verskillende vorms van
assessering, moderering en administratiewe werk af te handel,
sodat ons ons finale punte en aanbevelings vir bevordering op

As we prepare for the final assessment or “exam” we ask
parents to support your child during this critical time of the
academic year. The work is basically done for 2023 with
relevant information on the assessment program or exam
time table already communicated to you.

It is essential that the skill on how to prepare and manage
time during assessment (exam) periods be practised as it is
crucial for Grade 12. For some it is in 11 years’ time while
our Grade 7’s have only 5 years to go. High school is a dif-
ferent ball game and the preparation and development of
these skills take place with the end goal being a successful
matric exam.

Although we take pride in forming well rounded children by
creating opportunities for them to develop other essential
social skills, this is not our core duty.

School will close at 12:00 from the 10 November 2023
until the second last school day and at 11:00 on the last
day. This will allow children time to set a study time table to
prepare for the assessments. This also enables staff to com-
plete all forms of assessment, moderation and paperwork to
ensure we can present our final marks and recommendations
on progression to the Department of Education on the 1
December 2023.

So as not to lose any academic time prize giving's will be
held after the assessments. Reports can be collected on the 8
December 2023 - further information in this regard will fol-
low soon.

We will once again offer a study class to cater for parents
who find it difficult to collect their children at 12:00. It is,
however, important to note that we will only provide a qui-
et, calm and safe class for them to study until 14:00.
