Waiting Area 

This service is currently being misused by many parents and aftercare facilities. The area is for emergencies when a child can-

not be fetched in time due to unforeseen circumstances. A Grade 1 or 2 child cannot sit and wait until 14:00 for another 

sibling to come out of school. We do not provide a supervision service of this nature. Your Grade 1 or 2 child should be 

fetched. Aftercare facilities may also not ask learners to wait in the waiting area.  

 

Learners cannot use the waiting area gate as a normal exit after school. The intention of this safe area cannot be randomly 

changed and we will act decisively against people who put the safety of our facility at risk.   

 

Moving forward at the Tuck Shop 

As soon as we can launch a card system, we want to be cash free at the tuck shop.  The long awaited breakfast service is also 

in its final planning stages as we work through the control and disciplinary issues to ensure proper management and a value 

driven service.  

 

Cell Phones 

This matter is not negotiable as our policy is straight forward - no cell phones are allowed at school.   

 

Grade 1 2025 

We are currently dealing with the registration Grade R for 2024, as this registration will have a direct influence on the 2025 

Grade 1 enrollments. We extend a friendly reminder to all parents that enrollments for siblings must be done urgently as our 

applications for 2025 exceed our calculated capacity. Failure to act promptly can put your child’s enrollment at risk (date 

of birth must be 2018 or earlier).  

 

We will apply our admission policy to all applications but we cannot reserve space for anyone not applying and submitting 

the required documentation.  

 

We also accept registrations from people using service providers for Gr RR through Sunridge Primary School (date of birth 

2019 or earlier). We will not accept applications received outside of the time frames. 

 

Respect  

Many thanks to parents who support us with this in order to prevent the break down of values, which would endanger edu-

cation. With your support we can put the correct and necessary values in place that will help with discipline in the future. 

Communication with teachers should always be done with respect, despite your personal feelings.  

 

All the teachers have been instructed to be polite and respectful when addressing parents. Mr and Mrs / Miss is the appro-

priate way to start any conversation. It will be much appreciated and set the correct example for children.  

 

Outings and Tours  

All school outings and tours are planned in accordance with our academic and extramural activities and according to our 

policies. Many “Federations” organize activities, outings, and tours without proper consultation with schools. The school’s 

right to make decisions is then hijacked as the child must give up his/her colours, place or opportunity if they are not al-

lowed to participate.  In the words of our District Director: “It is the responsibility of the school in collaboration with the 

parents/parent body of the school that must permit the tour to be undertaken by Federations.”   

 

Kindly be advised that we cannot permit tours that clash directly with our academic program and that we will apply our poli-

cy. We do allow for exceptions but they cannot become the norm. These “Federations” must respect the school’s program.
